Mark the front door (on the inside \ ‘ /
frame) with these symbols: the date, : |
abbreviation of the phrase PASTOR DAN GERRIETTS
Christus Mansionem Benedicat (“Christ SENIOR PASTOR
bless this home” - which are also the initials of traditional names
for the Magi - Casper, Melchior, and Balthasar), and four crosses
(representing the four seasons).

Order the symbols in the following way:

20+C+M+B+24

Be as artistic and
creative as you
want. Use markers
or do a collage on a
piece of cardboard!
The marking can al-
so be made with
chalk on darker
wood for those who
like to keep things
simple.

You may choose to gather your household by the door and pray
for the coming year, for your neighbors, or for all who will enter
your house. For a simple liturgy you can follow, check out the
Epiphany Home Blessing on our webpage:

God’s joy and blessing
be upon your house this New Year! And may God bless us all so
that we might be a blessing to others.

hen Trinity's members move away or aren’t able to make it to

Trinity anymore for various reasons, there’s a ministry devel-
oped specifically to reach out to them. Just like the old AT & T slo-
gan, “Reach out and touch someone,” Trinity volunteers are calling
people who would like to stay in touch with things going on at
church...and beyond.
Once a month, a Trinity volunteer calls a person who has agreed
(or requested) to be on the call list. Sometimes the conversation
involves what is happening at Trinity; sometimes the two people
end up chatting about life in general. A connection is made through
a simple phone call, and that is priceless.
Dan Billings is one of the volunteers who calls three people each
month. He likes to call mid-month and talks to one person from out-
of-state and two from in or near Mason City. Billings said, “I've
been doing this at least a couple years. They like me to call and
get a little information about Mason City and what's been going on.
At the end of each conversation, | tell them [I'll call back each
month if they want me to, and they always do!”

Ordale Frandle

One person Billings speaks to monthly is
Ordale Frandle from Atchison, Kansas. Frandle
used to live in Mason City and still has many
friends here. He said, ‘| started going to Trinity
in 1960, switched and went to Clear Lake for a
few years, and then came back.” He moved to Kansas because his
son lives there and he no longer has family living in Mason City.
His son helps take care of him and Frandle appreciates seeing him
every other day instead of only a couple times a year. “We shoot
the breeze in the garage,” Frandle laughed.

Although Kansas seems to agree with Frandle, being 350 miles
away from Mason City makes him miss it a little. He said he really
enjoys the conversations he has with Dan Billings, especially be-
cause “Dan knows a lot of the people | do!” They never knew each
other before this phone ministry, but they have been lucky enough
to meet face-to-face a couple of times when Frandle came back to
Mason City during the summer. That trek used to occur twice each
summer, “but time gets away now that I'm 88,” Frandle said. “| still
drive, though! | need my morning coffee...except | don’t have cof-
fee anymore. | drink hot tea!”

One thing about Trinity that Frandle really enjoyed when he was
here was the outside service in the summer. He also appreciated
Pastor Kathy so much when she was here. He shared, “Dan and
