Heart and Soul - Five Facets of Faith 
Week 2: Sin 

This month we are taking a deeper dive on five key issues at the heart of 
Christian faith. Using familiar and less familiar Old Testament stories, we 
are exploring these “heart and soul” matters and how they impact daily life. 
This weekend our focus is on Sin. Sounds fun, right? In Genesis 3, we 
read the story of the “fall” and how evil enters the world through the actions 
of Adam and Eve. This famous story has shaped centuries of Christian 
theology around brokenness and sin. How do we understand sin today? 
What distinctions can be made between personal and systemic sin? Christ’s 
cross and resurrection offer relief and freedom to all trapped by sin - incredi-
bly good news for a fallen world!

For there is no distinction, 23 since all have sinned and 
 fall short of the glory of God; 24 they are now justified by his grace as a gift, through 
 the redemption that is in Christ Jesus, 25 whom God put forward as a sacrifice of 
 atonement by his blood, effective through faith. He did this to demonstrate his  
 righteousness, because in his divine forbearance he had passed over the sins previously 
 committed; 26 it was to demonstrate at the present time his own righteousness, so that 
 he is righteous and he justifies the one who has the faith of Jesus.
